Young, Talented and Welsh

Cambrian Village Trust’s (CVT) ‘Young,
Talented and Welsh’ project aims to identify
and support young people aged 10-17 who
are struggling to fit in, are low in
confidence and self-esteem, at risk of
substance misuse or are engaging in
anti-social behaviour.

Situated in the heart of Tonypandy West & Clydach
Vale, one of the most deprived communities in
Wales, the project is designed around young people’s
interests, offering variety, choice and progression.
Activities include photography, boxing, creative arts,
outdoor skills and other sporting activities.

The project received funding of £8,200, which helped
create a safe, welcoming space where young people in the
community can be active, creative, and supported. Since
receiving the funding, the young people have improved their
physical health, confidence, and wellbeing through regular
structured activities, while developing teamwork, resilience,
and social skills.

Improvements have also been seen in the local community as a
result of the structured, supervised activities. Since ‘Young,
Talented and Welsh’ began, CVT haven’t received any negative
reports at the local 3G pitch, and unlike previous holiday
periods, there have been no incidents of trespassing or anti-
social behaviour. The project offers meaningful alternatives to
negative behaviours, helping young people feel valued,
included, and proud of their achievements.
